e Atayoungage Rosa’s parents and grandparents instilled the values of hard work
and community involvement.

e Bythe side of her mother and grandmother, she served meals and entertained at
senior centers, and cleaned local churches.

e Hercommitment to uplifting others was evident even then.

e Sheis alongtime resident of Sonoma County; Rosa raised three children while
actively engaged in community service.

e Rosa’s dedication to the community led her to serve as a board member for Latinos
Unidos, the Windsor Service Alliance, and St. Vincent de Paul.

e Rosawas an active member the Area Agency on Aging Advisory Council from
February 2020 to June 2023, chairing a standing committee for over two years.



e Hertime as a Council Member was focused on enhancing the aging community’s
well-being.

e She championed programs, advocated for resources, and fostered connections—
all with the goal of ensuring that Sonoma County older adults have access to the
services and supports they need to age with dignity and joy.

e She was elected to the Windsor Town Council in May of 2021, then, in November
2022, Rosa Reynoza was elected to be the next mayor of Windsor, making her the
first Latina to hold the position in the town’s history.

e Hercommitment to public service and community engagement highlights her
dedication to addressing community needs.
