You may email public 
comment to SCPD-JJCC@sonoma-county.org no later than five days 
prior to the JJCC meetings.  All emailed public comments will be 
forwarded to all Council Members.   

If joining as a member of the public in person, virtually, or via telephone, 
there will be specific points throughout the meeting assigned to public 
comment.  Please state your name and limit your comments to the 
agenda or matters not listed on the agenda, but which are subject 
matter of the jurisdiction.  Available time for comments is determined 
by the Chair based on agenda scheduling demands and total number of 
speakers.  Generally, speakers will be limited to three minutes.  The 
Chair will announce when it is your turn to speak.

To assure civility in its public meetings, the public is encouraged to 
engage in respectful dialog that supports freedom of speech and values 
diversity of opinion. The JJCC, staff, and members of the public are 
expected to establish and maintain a cordial and respectful atmosphere 
during discussions and foster meaningful dialogue free of personal 
attacks.
